1. ARRIVING AT USC 

We enclose a map of the USC campus, showing the location where you should enter campus, park, and 
walk to visit us. 

You may enter at the McClintock and Jefferson Entrance or the Watt Way entrance depending on the 
direction you are coming from. 

Stop at the entrance kiosk and ask the attendant to direct you to the Downey Way Parking Structure. 
Parking permits are paperless and upon entering the Downey Way Parking Structure you will see 
instructions on how to obtain a paperless parking permit ($20/day).  Please be sure to have your vehicle 
license plate information when purchasing your permit. 

2. DRIVING TO USC 

FROM THE WESTSIDE (VIA SURFACE) 
Travel east on Wilshire Blvd. to San Vicente, San Vicente to Venice Blvd., Venice Blvd. to Vermont Ave. 

Turn right at Vermont (south) and travel past Washington Blvd., Interstate 10, Adams Blvd.  Turn LEFT 
on Jefferson Blvd. 

Turn RIGHT into campus at the signal of McClintock. 

Proceed to the Downey Way Parking Structure by continuing forward (south) on McClintock until you 
come to the intersection with Downey Way.  The structure will be on your right. 

After parking, using the stairs or elevator, go to the first level of the parking structure where you will find 
instructions for purchasing a daily paperless parking permit. Follow the walking directions to the BCI as 
noted in (3). 

FROM THE WEST (VIA THE 10 FREEWAY) 

Take the 10 EAST freeway (aka the Santa Monica Freeway). 

EXIT on VERMONT. Vermont comes after the exits marked Western/Normandy; prepare to exit when 
you see the signs for Arlington. The exit is on the right. 

Turn RIGHT (south) on Vermont. 

Turn LEFT onto Jefferson Blvd, then turn RIGHT onto campus at McClintock. 

Proceed to the Downey Way Parking Structure by continuing forward (south) on McClintock until you 
come to the intersection with Downey Way.  The structure will be on your right. 

After parking, using the stairs or elevator, go to the first level of the parking structure where you will find 
instructions for purchasing a daily paperless parking permit. Follow the walking directions to the BCI as 
noted in (3).

FROM THE EAST (VIA THE 10 FREEWAY) 

Take the 10 WEST freeway (aka the Santa Monica Freeway). 

EXIT on VERMONT. Vermont comes after the Hoover exit, and is on the right. 

Turn RIGHT onto 22nd Street and follow that to turn LEFT (south) onto Vermont. 

Turn LEFT onto Jefferson Blvd. Then, turn RIGHT onto campus at McClintock. 

Proceed to the Downey Way Parking Structure by continuing forward (south) on McClintock until you 
come to the intersection with Downey Way.  The structure will be on your right. 

After parking, using the stairs or elevator, go to the first level of the parking structure where you will find 
instructions for purchasing a daily paperless parking permit. Follow the walking directions to the BCI as 
noted in (3). 

FROM THE NORTH (VIA THE 110 FREEWAY) 

If you are headed south from downtown LA on the 110 freeway EXIT ON Exposition Boulevard and 
follow the offramp onto EXPOSITION as it will guide you onto Exposition heading west. 

Cross over Figueroa Blvd. and skirt the south end of the USC campus. The third light past Figueroa will be 
the Watt Way entrance onto campus.  Turn RIGHT. 

Follow Watt Way north to Downey Way (a T ending intersection). Turn LEFT onto Downey Way.  You will 
pass the BCI on your right at your first stop sign.  Proceed to the next stop sign and turn LEFT onto 
McClintock and then immediately enter the Downey Way parking structure on your right (after making 
the turn). 

After parking, using the stairs or elevator, go to the first level of the parking structure where you will find 
instructions for purchasing a daily paperless parking permit. Follow the walking directions to the BCI as 
noted in (3). 

FROM THE SOUTH (VIA THE 110 FREEWAY) 

Head north toward downtown LA on the 110 freeway. EXIT on EXPOSITION Boulevard exit and follow it 
west by staying LEFT as you exit. You will be guided around the DMV (on your left) and back under the 
freeway and will be pointed West on Exposition itself. 

Cross over Figueroa Blvd. and skirt the south end of the USC campus. The third light past Figueroa will be 
the Watt Way entrance onto campus.  Turn RIGHT. 

Follow Watt Way north to Downey Way (a T ending intersection). Turn LEFT onto Downey Way.  You will 
pass the BCI on your right at your first stop sign.  Proceed to the next stop sign and turn LEFT onto 
McClintock and then immediately enter the Downey Way parking structure on your right (after making 
the turn). 

After parking, using the stairs or elevator, go to the first level of the parking structure where you will find 
instructions for purchasing a daily paperless parking permit. Follow the walking directions to the BCI as 
noted in (3). 
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3. WALKING TO THE BCI FROM THE DOWNEY WAY PARKING STRUCTURE 

Walking out of the parking structure, find your way back to DOWNEY WAY, then head east and cross 
McCLINTOCK Avenue. 

You’ll see a 10-story building at the northeast corner of the DOWNEY/McCLINTOCK intersection, which 
is the Seeley G. Mudd Building (SGM). 

The BCI is on the east side of SGM. Walk along DOWNEY with SGM on your left for about 50 feet. At the 
end of the building but before you come to another parking lot, turn LEFT into a walkway flanked by a 
colonnade and walk north for about 100 feet. The BCI is a burnt orange paneled building to your left. It 
has a glass entrance door behind a chrome column. 

Ring the bell on the intercom located on the chrome column to your right and the receptionist will buzz 
you in.
