PhD Qualifying Exams

Overview of Format

Whereas the MA Exam is designed to test students’ command of basic Russian literary history,
the new Ph.D. Qualifying Exam will be designed to test whether students can demonstrate the
thinking and writing skills that qualify them to write a dissertation. There will be three (3)
written exams and an oral exam.

There will no longer be a written exam based on the student’s dissertation prospectus, but a there
will be a vigorous oral defense of it during the oral exam. Students should therefore finalize their
dissertation prospectus and disseminate it to their committee members a minimum of four weeks
before Exams 1, 2, and 3.

Exams 1, 2, and 3 will be administered in person in the department. Faculty on the Exam
Committee will design exam questions based on the student’s selected materials (see Instructions
for Students below). Students will answer two of the three essay questions provided on each
exam during a four-hour period. Each essay should be in the range of 8-10 double-spaced pages
(2,500 words). This totals 32-40 pages of writing for four essays.

Instructions for Students

In consultation with the Exam Committee chair, each student will follow these steps to craft a
personalized reading list of 45 resource texts. This selection of texts will serve as the material, on
which students will demonstrate the analytical and interpretive skills necessary for writing a
doctoral dissertation.

Step 1

Select two (2) of the five periods listed below for examination. The periods selected should relate
to the student’s scholarly interests. There will be one (1) written exam on each of the two
selected period and they shall be called Exam 1 and Exam 2.

I. East Slavic Literature through the Seventeenth Century
II. The Eighteenth Century

III. The Nineteenth Century

IV. The Twentieth Century

V. The Twenty-first Century (post-Soviet to present)

Step 2
Select 15 texts from each of the Resource Lists comprising texts from the two selected periods,
for a corpus totaling 30 texts. Please see Appendix for all five Resource Lists.

Step 3

Create an original list totaling 15 texts and comprising: at least 10 secondary works related to the
two selected periods; and up to five primary or secondary works from a second literary tradition
or field, such as film, related to the student’s planned dissertation. This corpus forms the
foundation for Exam 3.
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Grading Rubric

A rubric is a tool that helps communicate expectations to students by clarifying assessment
criteria. It helps faculty to assess student work efficiently and fairly, organize feedback, and
streamline grading.

Thesis: 25%
1. Is there a clear thesis?
2. Does the thesis express a unique point of view?
3. Is the essay cohesively written to support the thesis throughout?

Analysis: 25%
1. Does the writing demonstrate an ability to interpret primary texts?
2. Does the writing demonstrate an ability to think critically about, and differentiate among,
secondary sources?
Is the analysis positioned relative to existing scholarship?
4. Does the analysis show evidence of a candidate's ability to stage an intervention in
existing scholarship?
5. Is the analysis adequately developed?

Structure: 20%
1. Does the essay have an effective introduction?
2. Does the essay have an effective conclusion?
3. Is the essay organized so that the ideas flow logically?
4. Do paragraphs have a clear focus, as demonstrated by accurate and meaningful topic
sentences?
5. Do the transitions between paragraphs help clarify the movement between ideas?

Examples: 15%
1. Is the argumentation supported with concrete examples?
2. Are the examples significant, meaningful, and carefully selected?
3. Are the examples being used fairly, i.e., are they used in accord with the author’s
overarching message?
4. Does the candidate analyze each example/quotation?

Content Mastery: 10%
1. Does the candidate position the literary texts relative to the broader literary and cultural
context?
2. Does the candidate demonstrate familiarity with (Russian) literary history?
3. Does the candidate demonstrate familiarity with the range of extant scholarship?

Mechanics: 5%
1. Are the ideas clearly expressed in English and intelligible to the readers?
2. Are the essays each between 2,000 and 2,500 words, not including citations?
3. Does the essay meet the formatting requirements* as specified in the instructions?
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*Formatting requirements (to be indicated in the instructions)
Are the citations Chicago-style?

Are the pages numbered?

Do the pages have a 1” margin on all sides?

Are the essays in 12 point font?

Are the essays double-spaced?

Faculty members of the exam committee will grade the essays and the average of their grades
must be 80% or better in order for the student to advance to the oral exam.
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Appendix: Resource Lists

These lists comprise a representative sample of each period’s literature. They do not strive to be
exhaustive, nor do they imply that these works are necessarily of greater literary value than
works not included. Rather, these selections of texts are offered as material, on which students
will demonstrate the analytical, interpretive, and writing skills required to write a doctoral
dissertation.

Each Resource List contains no more than 50 texts. For the purposes of the exams, a small
corpus of selected poems shall also be considered a “text.”
